When:  Saturday March 10th  and Sunday March 11th.   Arrive at the Zoo by 
5:00 pm on Saturday evening.  Check-in and enter the Zoo as a group is at 
5:45 PM on Saturday evening.  The program will be over around 10:30 AM 
Sunday morning.  Note: You are free to stay and enjoy the Zoo all day 
Sunday. 

Cost:  $60.00 per person due by Feb. 10th.  This includes a small snack 
Saturday evening, a continental breakfast Sunday morning, and the 
guided program. Please eat your dinner before you get to the zoo. 

Who:  Everyone who is 6 years old or older is invited to come with us.  
(Sorry no exceptions - Zoo Rules.) 

What to bring:  a sleeping bag and pillow (the zoo will provide you with a 2 
inch foam sleeping pad to sleep on), weather appropriate clothing, and 
comfortable clothes.  You may also bring your own snacks and drinks but 
no beverages with a straw.  (zoo rules) 

What NOT to bring:  Air Mattresses.  Flip Flops or Sandals.  Flash lights – 
children may not bring flashlights, adults may carry them as long as they 
are not used during the indoor programs.  NO GUM or beverages with 
straws and lastly no electronics (video games, MP3 players, radios or 
such items.) 
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
